Brniansky rozhlasovy orchester udovych nastrojov vznikol
roku 1952 a od tych ¢ias Siri krdsu ludovej piesne, hudby a tanca
nielen doma, ale aj v zahrani¢i, Nie je to ndhoda, Ze do
brnianskeho rozhlasového §tudia si pozyvani najlepsi spevici
slovenskych ludovych piesni, primadi a instrumentalisti. Tito
interpreti svojim autentickym prednesom piesni z roznych regio-
nov Slovenska ovplyviuji a dotvéraji vykon orchestra. BROLN
takto prispel k formovaniu spevackeho profilu dnes uz znamych
a oblibenych spevikov, akymi st zasluzila umelkyia Darina
Lasc¢iakova, Anna Hulejova, Maria Macoskova, Milan Krizo
a dalsi, a sicasne zoznamil rozhlasovych poslucha¢ov najma
ceskych okruhov s ich nenapodobitelnym prejavom.

The Brno Radio Orchestra of Folk Instruments (BROLN) came
into existence in 1952 and since that time it has been spreading
the beauty of the folk-song, music, and dance not only in its
native country but also abroad. It is not by chance that to the
Brno radio studio the best Slovak folk-song singers, first violi-
nists, and instrumentalists are invited. Their authentic interpreta-
tions of songs from various regions of Slovakia influence and help
to shape the performance of the orchestra. In this way the
BROLN has contributed to the formation of singing profiles of
nowadays already well-known and popular singers such as the
Merited Artist Darina Las¢iakovd, Anna Hulejova, Maria Macos-
kova, Milan Krizo, and others; and, at the same time, it has made
the radio listeners, especially in Czech regions, acquainted with
their inimitable performance. The Slovak folklore ensembles are
frequent guests also on public recordings and concerts. Of great
success were the Brno performances of the ensembles from
Vazec, Terchova, Raslavice, and Hrochot. On the other hand the
members of the orchestra visit the living folklore regions of
Slovakia, get acquainted with the life of people right in their
original environment, and do learn from the stylish play of folk
musicians.
